*(5) Plan and assist in the development of teachers and teacher trainers to meet the needs and goals of 

schools and districts. 
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*(6) Develop a management plan for Science projects outlining activities, resources and evaluation. 

*(7) Exhibit leadership ability in the planning and implementation of new initiatives within the 

instructional department. 

*(8) Ensure that the Science Technology Engineering and Math (STEM) services rendered by NEFEC 

are relevant to and in the context of the Florida’s Science Standards and Florida’s B.E.S.T. 

Standards (ELA and Math). 

*(9) Assist with identifying and procuring funds in the form of projects and grants from local, state, 

and federal services to enhance programs and services offered by NEFEC.
